As a final wet process, run the goods, cold, in a low liquor ratio; acidify with 0.5% of acetic acid on dry
weight of material. Dilute the required amount of Mystolube CW with cold water and add to the machine.

Increase the temperature of 45° and run until the liquor becomes clear.

Where the use of acid is to be avoided, exhaustion may be achieved by preparing the bath with 5-10% of
common salt on weight of goods. When exhaustion is complete, remove the goods, hydroextract and dry
in the normal manner.
